Lionhead G&CC

YOU CAN'T DRIVE very far in Toronto without seeing a
sign for a golf course. Visitors, however, are sometimes hesi-
tant to pull off the road, unsure of the quality of play. They
should have no such reservations about Lionhead G&CC.
Located approximately 30 minutes west of the city;
Lionhead boasts 36 holes—the easier Masters course and
the Legends. Designed by the careful hand of Ted Baker;
who created a few Toronto-area layouts, the 6,934-yard,
par-72 Legends is uncomplicated and unabashedly natural
as the course makes excellent use of natural lakes, wooded
ravines and the scenic Credit River.
Thereis no easing into around here. The first is the No. 2-

handicap hole, a 441-yard par 4, where the uphill approach
must clear 80 yards of wetlands plus a quartet of bunkers.
The brute-force golf relaxes for the next nine holes, but just
when you think the course has settled into a rhythm, the
tune takes a new beat. Starting at the 11th there are no par 4s
less than 400 yards, although the torture is simpler at the
17th—a gorgeous 165-yard par 3 where it appears the ball
must carry to the green to avoid the hazard in front. The
reality is there is more room than you think; however, a
false front repels balls hit a shade short.

In other words, the golf here is strong. That is always a
good excuse to get off the highway. —E. Michael Johnson
